


Executive Misconduct: If the CEO or senior executives engage in misconduct (e.g., fraud,
willful violation of policies, or ethical breaches) causing financial or reputational damage
to the Company.

Other Misconduct Leading to Inaccurate Financial Reporting: Any inappropriate behavior
(e.g., concealing risks, manipulating data) resulting in materially inaccurate financial

information and affecting CEO compensation.
